b. Place rubber cushion, chamfer side up, in the center of the cushion 

foot base (see Figure 2a). 
c. Crank landing gear down to the top of the cushion foot rubber and 

check that the components are centered in the proper location. 
d. Continue extending the landing gear down to compress the rubber 

cushion. 
e. Place cushion foot half rings in place.  Be sure that the rubber 

cushion is compressed enough that half rings set down flat on top of 
the cushion foot base.  Weld in place as shown (see Figure 2b).
